
The Zoological Society of San Diego commissioned Architects Mosher 
Drew  to design new interpretive elements for the existing Polar Bear 
Exhibit at the San Diego Zoo. The renovated exhibit features seven 
new elements which tell a story of polar bear survival. The hands-on 
experiences tie together under the main theme of conservation.   

One new feature is the Experience Wall.  At certain times of the day, the 
zoo staff will open the glass wall and interact with the bears through a wire 
mesh. Visitors will experience ! rsthand how the keepers communicate 
with the bears.  

Visitors are encouraged to participate in conservation at home.  Displays 
suggest speci! c actions that can be taken to reduce your carbon 
footprint and shows how these simple changes can help save the polar 
bears’ home.
